
 



Over the past 7 years, I have been writing articles and teaching guys improve 
their social skills and learn how to talk to women in such a way that spikes 
attraction... and I noticed that most guys have one key issue... 
 
"What do I talk about with women?" 
 
I guess you have the same issue, don't you? 
 
If you have been going out and socializing and spending some time improving 
your dating life then it is more likely that you've faced the awkward silences and 
running out of things to say, and wrecking your brains out trying to find interesting 
conversation topics that are not boring at all. 
 
I call this issue the "What do I talk about" syndrome. 
 
And this problem arises from the fact that most guys don't know what topics 
make up for good conversation that sparks attraction in women. 
 
Now, of course, you probably already know by now that "interview type" topics 
never leads towards attraction. 
 
... And I can hear you screaming "Well, what the hell am I supposed to talk to her 
about to fill that dreaded silences when talking to women, and what conversation 
topics will actually help build attraction in women?" 
 
Conversation Ammunition 
 
Well, before I reveal to you the actual topics that generate attraction... let's get 
into first why it's crucial to bring up 'right' topics into your interactions with 
women... 
 
Earlier, I mentioned the "interview mode" topics. This mode usually arises from 
guys having no clue about what to say next... so what do they do? They return to 
asking predictable "boring" (fact-based) questions about the woman's career, 
family, or pets. 
 



You know, questions like... 
 
"Where did you go to college?" 
"Do you have any siblings?" 
"What made you decide to be a teacher?" 
 
Do you know why these questions don't work to spark attraction in women? It's 
because they're way too generic. Almost every guys she has met earlier in her 
life have asked these types of questions to her, and it doesn't do you any good to 
help you stand out from them. Plus, these questions do nothing to evoke any 
emotions (feelings) of attraction towards you. 
 
Here's the solution: You need a collection of topics that you can use at moment's 
notice lets you remain in control of the conversation. 
 
Now, if you read the "Gary Null" story in my Small Talk Method Report then you 
probably already saw how I easily handed over the control of the conversation to 
the woman I was interacting with  -- and we wound up talking about the same 
topic (health) for the next couple of hours. 
 
But, if you don't have a strategy to keep the conversation flowing towards your 
OBJECTIVE... she'll likely steer the conversation towards something "safe" and 
"boring."... (and you'll most likely catch her giving a handjob to one of your best 
buddies an hour later). 
 
But even more importantly, having a pocket full of "interesting (sexy)" topics 
ready that you can use at any time during your interaction with the woman you're 
talking to will give you a level of "conversational confidence" that will motivate 
you to talk to a lot more women than you've in the past. 
 
The number one reason (fear) why most men hesitate to approach the women of 
their desire is that they're afraid of facing awkward silences and running out of 
things to say... and embarrass themselves in front of others. But if you can come 
up with a steady stream of "sexy" topics to talk about... you'll be much more 
"confident" and this fear will disappear eventually... and then you'll naturally find 
yourself talking to more women than you've in the past. 
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What are the qualities (features) of good topics of conversation? 

 
Not all topics of conversation work the same. In 
fact, most topics just bore the hell out of women. 
 
For example, the woman you're talking to 
doesn't want to hear about your job. She doesn't 
care how long you've been living in the current 
city. And if you ask her "do you often come 
here?" she'll probably roll up her eyes and walk 

away.  
 
So what topics are good for having a conversation with women? What types of 
topics will keep her engaged? And most importantly, what topics lead you toward 
your desired outcome... ATTRACTION? 
 
There are six key traits that good topics have: 
 
Good topics... 
 
1. Build connection (rapport). 
 
The topic will help you relate with the woman you're talking to on some level. It 
will help you build connection and trust with her. Remember: Once a woman 
senses that she has some level of connection with you... she'll let her guard 
down and be much more open to having the conversation with you. 
 
2. Create an emotional state. 
 
Most of us walk about our day in a boredom trance. The hectic pace of our lives 
keeps us empty of any 'real' emotions. So more and more people hunger for 
emotions. This is perhaps one of the reasons why the entertainment industry is a 
multi-billion dollar business. It satisfies our hunger for an emotional state. So if 
you talk about topics that evoke these long forgotten (repressed) "positive" 
emotions, the woman you're talking to will be a clay toy in your hand. 



 
3. Make you 3-dimensional person. 
 
Women a woman you approach on the street or anywhere meets you for the first 
time, she has a hard time differentiating you from the pack of other clueless 
(inexperienced) guys who have also approached her over her life. If you don't 
grab her attention, then it'll be easier for her to put you with them all and forget 
about you. 
 
That is why it is very important that you talk about topics that will create a unique 
identity for you. In fact, adding some contradictions to your personality is even 
more powerful. (You're an avid thinker, but also a Confidence Coach). Not only 
this will make you unpredictable... but she'll also start to imagine having fun with 
you in different types of scenarios. 
 
4. Displays your attractive qualities. 
 
There are certain traits that women find attractive in a man. These traits include 
social proof, worldly, leader of men, pre-selected by other women, fun, 
passionate, and adventurous. The more of these attractive traits the topic allows 
you to convey -- the better.  
 
5. Hooks her interest and keep the conversation flowing 
 
Your ultimate goal when interacting with the woman you're talking to is to get her 
to open up to you, express her emotions/feelings to you, and become heavily 
invested in the conversation. The best way to do this is to provide hooks for you 
to chime in. This means that a good topic acts as "bait" to hook her into 
becoming more emotionally invested in the conversation. 
 
6. Leads to sexuality. 
 
If you're attracted to the woman sexually, then you need to start building sexual 
tension as soon as you enter into the interaction with her. And the topics of your 
conversation must allow you to do this. That means a good topic must be 



visceral; it should lend itself to touching and should produce an undercurrent of 
sexuality. 
 
Now, based on these six factors I'm certain that some good conversation topics 
are already starting to pop up into your head. 
 
But let me make it even easier for you... 
 
Over the past 7 years, I have accumulated these 12 topics that best meet the 
requirements of these six key traits listed above. You can use these 12 topics 
into any conversation and immediately eradicate any boredom, fill awkward 
silences, and stop yourself from running out of things to say. 
 
Here are 12 almost magic topics that'll keep any woman hooked into the 
conversation... and ignite attraction in her... 
 
1. Passions and interests. 
 
As I mentioned earlier... most of us walk around in our life feeling bored to 
death... and we never experience anything remotely that resembles passions... 
and so we desire it more than ever before. 
 
And when we meet someone who is truly passionate about something then we 
get glued to them. 
 
Passion also shows a level of clarity. The simple fact that you're passionate 
about something displays to the woman you're talking to that you have clear 
values (goals) in life. It also shows to her that you can make up your own mind. 
And most importantly, it displays to her that you have the confidence and clarity 
to make decisions. 
 
But let me warn you... because most of the lack of passion in our lives... we feel 
jealous by other people's passion and we often try to "shit test" them. This means 
that the woman you're talking to will often try to bend you against your passion to 
see if it's legit.
